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Sinop is the most beautiful natural harbor of the 
Black Sea and was founded by Miletion colonists in 
the 7th century BC. This city is the birthplace of the 
cynic philosopher, Diogenes.   

 
 

TOUR OF SINOP 
At the Archaeological Museum of Sinop you 
can see some beautiful golden icons, coins, 
clay, glass, stone and metal objects and 
ceramics dating from the Hittite, Hellenistic, 
Phrygian, Roman and Byzantine periods. 
Displayed are also prehistoric objects, 
ethnographic items, carpets and other cultural 
pieces. Masonry – stones, sarcophagi’s and 
inscriptions can be seen in the museum 
courtyard. Explore the old castle area where 
you can find beautiful handmade nautical 
wood carvings displayed in local shops.  
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HAMSILOS FJORD  

One of Turkey’s natural beauties is Hamsilos 

Fjord, the only fjord in Turkey. It boasts green 
forests, colorful flowers and the sea flows 
inland like a river. It is said that the ships 
escaping from the Russians hid here during 
World War I. The Alaaddin Mosque was 
constructed after the conquest of Sinop 
Province, during the Seljukian period. The 
mosque is located at the southern edge of a 
large courtyard, constructed on a rectangular 
plan with five domes. The courtyard contains a 
water fountain and mausoleums.  
A visit to the area of the Erfelek and Tatlıca 

Waterfalls, where we will see successively in 
the same valley lined up 6 of the 28 waterfalls 
of various sizes, can also be very pleasurable. 
Take a walk through this natural heritage area. 
Enjoy a short break at a water mill.
